available for public inspection.

). Said appropriation shall be met from the 

proceeds of the sale of the.bonds authorized and the down payment appropriated 

by this ordinance. Said improvement shall be made as a general improvement and 

no part of the cost thereof shall be assessed against property specially benefited . 

. Section 3. It is hereby detennined and stated that (1) said purpose 

is not a current expense of said Borough, and (2) it is necessary to finance said 

purpose by the issuance of obligations of said Borough pursuant to the Local Bond 

Law (Chapter 2 of Title 40A oftl1e New Jersey Statutes Annotated, as amended; 

the 11Local Bond Law 11
), and (3) the total estimated cost of said purpose is 

$320,000, and (4) $16,000 of said sum is to be provided by the down payment 

hereinafter appropriated to finance said purpose, and ( 5) the estimated maximum

Section 4. It is hereby determined and stated that moneys 

exceeding $16,000, appropriated for down payinents on capital improvements or 

for the capital improvement fond in Water Utility budgets heretofore adopted for 

said Borough, are now available to finance said purpose. The sum of$16>000 is 

hereby appropriated from such moneys to the payment of the cost of sai~ purpose. 

Section 5. To finance said purpose, bonds of said Borough of an 

aggregate principal amount not exceeding $304,000 are hereby authorized to be 

issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law. Said bonds shall bear interest at a rate per 

anmun as may be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by law. 

AU matters with respect to said bonds not determined by this ordinance shall be 

determined by resolutions to be hereafter adopted. 

Section 6. To finance said purpose, bond anticipation notes of said 

Borough of an aggregate p1incipal amount not exceeding $304,000 are hereby 

authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law in anticipation of the 

issuance of said bonds. In the event that bonds are issued pursuant to this 
. c 

ordinance> the aggregate amount of notes hereby authorized to be issued shall be 

reduced by an amount equal to the principal amoui1t of the bonds so issued. If the 

aggregate amount of outstanding bonds and notes issued pursuant to this ordinance 

shall at any time exceed the sum first mentioned in this section, the moneys raised 

by the issuance of said bonds shall, to not less than the amount of such excess, be 

applied to the payment of such notes then outstanding. 

Section 7. Each bond m1ticipation note issued pursuant to this 

ordinance shall be dated on or about the date of its issuance and shall be payable 

not more than one year from its date, shall bear inte.rest at a rate per mmum as may 

be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by law and may be 

renewed from time to time pursuant to and within limitations prescribed by the 

Local Bond Law.

Section 9. It is hereby determined and stated that the Supplemental 

Debt Statement reqnired by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and filed in 

the office of the Borough Clerk of said Borough, and that such statement so filed 

shows that the gross debt of.said Borough, as defined in Section 43 oftbe Local 

Bond Law, is increased by this' ordinance by $304,000 and that the issuance of the 

bonds and notes authorized by this ordinance will be within all debt limitations 

prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 

Section 10. Any grant funds received from private parties, the 

County of Bergen, the State of New Jersey or any of their agencies or any grant 

funds received from the United States of America or any of its agencies in aid of 

such purpose, shall be applied to the payment of the cost of such purpose, or, if.
